So we are asking for 8 ex-
ternal keyboards that are connected 
through the USB ports and maybe a 
mouse for each one as well. We would 
greatly appreciate them! They will be 
left here for follow on units to use.  
   About our unit. We are the 3rd Battal-
ion 7th Marines which is an infantry unit 
stationed out of 29 Palms, CA. We ar-
rived here at Camp Hurricane Point in 
Ramadi, Iraq last month for a seven 
month deployment. This is my 2nd time 
and if you count Desert Shied/Desert 
Storm this will be the 3rd time. I can't 
give you much more information, exact 
numbers or be more specific for security 
reasons. I hope you understand.

   All 22 Elks Lodges in the state contrib-
ute to the Cerebral Palsy fund, the New 
Mexico Elks State Project.  This year 
through the generosity of Deming mem-
bers the local Elks  were   able to   con-
tribute a  total of about $1800 to this 
project.                       
   Cerebral palsy is a condition that af-
fects thousands of babies and children 
each  year. It  is  not  contagious, which  

means you can't catch it from anyone 
who has it. The word cerebral means 
having to do with the  brain. The word 
palsy means a weakness or problem in 
the way a person moves or positions his 
or her body.  
   A kid with CP has trouble controlling 
the muscles of the body. Normally, the 
brain tells the rest of the body exactly 
what to do and when to do it. But be-
cause CP affects the brain, depending 
on what part of the brain is affected, a 
kid might not be able to walk, talk, eat, 
or play the way most kids do.  
   The C.P. Walkables help these kids 
who lack mobility.
