   Almost all of the dictionar-
ies donated by the Lodge  
to Deming School District 

third graders have been distributed.  
The only school left to visit is Columbus, 
which will be handled by Treasurer Sue 
Burdette shortly. 
   On November, 10th Youth Activities 
Director Anna Enciso along with helpers 
Hector and Jaime visited all local 
schools and handed out the dictionar-
ies, part of a Nationwide effort to get 
dictionaries in the hands of every third 
grader in the country.  About 50% of the 
22 Elks Lodges in New Mexico partici-
pate in the program.  This is the first 
year Deming has joined in the program. 
   Besides the Student dictionaries, a 
Spanish/English dictionary was also 
donated to each classroom. 
   Money for the dictionaries, totaling a 
little over $600, came from Bingo Char-
ity funds.

   Among pomp and circumstance, the new 
Bataan Elementary School Memorial was dedi-
cated on November 14th. 
   The new school on the Old Lordsburg Highway 
is named after Bataan, a peninsula of western 
Luzon, Philippines, between Manila Bay and the 
South China Sea.  After an extended siege U.S. 
and Philippine World War II troops surrendered 
to the Japanese in April 1942.  U.S. forces re-
captured the peninsula in February 1945. 
   The ceremony featured speeches from family 
members of those who participated in the Death 
March, as well as first hand stories.  Various 
School officials, including Superintendent Har-
vilee Moore,  the High School R.O.T.C., Ft. Bliss 
Military Band, New Mexico National Guard, as 
well as the DAV, VFW, American Legion and 
Elks participated in the dedication.  There was a 
fly over, 21 gun salute, and the release of 94 bal-
loons, one for each Luna County resident that 
served during Bataan, by the new elementary 
school’s students. 
   The Elks were the only fraternal organization 
invited to participate.  Color guard duties for the 
Elks were handled by ER Dave Johnson with the 
American   Flag,  and  Bingo   Manager  Richard  

Hughes with the Elks Flag.  ER 
Johnson, Hughes and Member 
Pat Johnson are pictured 
(bottom left).  Pat represented 
the DAV  for the dedication. 
   The Lodge donated $1,000 
from Charity Bingo funds toward 
the purchase of the granite 
bricks recognizing each Luna 
County veteran that served dur-
ing the Bataan Corregidor 
Death March. 
   Also attending the morning 
ceremony from the Elks were 
Carl Olsen PER, JoAnn Olsen, 
Fred Kent PER, Harriet Kirich 
PER and Mary Chiocca.  Kent 
also served as official Elks pho-
tographer for the occasion. 
   Just three days earlier, on No-
vember 11th, the Elks were in-
vited to participate in the Vet-
eran’s Day Ceremony at Vet-
eran’s Park near the Luna Mim-
bres Museum.  Again, the Elks 
were the only fraternal organiza-
tion invited to attend. 
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   The Lodge has voted to proceed with 
a mid-term revision of certain sections 
of the Lodge By-laws and House 
Rules. 
   Some of the areas being considered 
would set a cap on the number of life 
members based on a percentage of 
overall membership; establish an asso-
ciate member section in the by-laws, 
whereby a member of another Lodge, 
for a fee,  could receive an identifica-
tion card from our Lodge, and receive 
our bulletins.  This would also include 
a key card when implemented.  Also, a 
change allowing those issued identifi-
cation cards, over the age of 21, such 
as a spouse, to officially use the club.  
While everyone thought this was auto-
matic, according to Annotated Stat-
utes, it must be specified in the by-
laws.  We will also consider some 
changes in House Rules to encourage 
rather than discourage bringing fami-
lies, including kids to the Lodge.  If any 
member has suggestions, please let us 
know. 
   We plan a meeting in January.  The 
recommended changes will then be 
read at a regular meeting, held over 
and published, distributed to each 
member, and then officially voted on.  
Once approved by the Lodge, then 
they will be sent to Grand Lodge Judi-
ciary for final approval.  The changes 
will not take effect until after that ap-
proval.
